McKenzie Vineyard’s Weka Terraces.
» This Riesling has a slight sweetness, a clean lime and spicy fruit flavour, with a crisp finish. Ready for
drinking now or will reward cellaring for 5-7 years.
» The different vineyards each impart their own distinctive character, fragrant fruit aromas from the lighter
soils and full flavoured middle palate and finish are added by the clay soils.
» Screw top closure is used to preserve fresh fruit flavours and to allow the wine to age gracefully and reach

its full potential with no bottle-to-bottle variation.
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
